MFA of the Kyrgyz Republic
Ednan Karabaev’s statement
on International Conference on Afghanistan

12 June, 2008, Paris

Dear Colleagues,

Please let me greet the organisers and guests of the Conference which is
orientated towards the elaboration of a coordinated global approach to the
development strategy of the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan. The Kyrgyz
Republic is well aware of the significance of today’s dialogue not only in the
framework of Afghanistan’s reconstruction but also for a stable development of
the region as a whole.

Undoubtedly provision of security still remains a top-priority question in
the agenda, especially in the context of counteraction to drug-aggression. This
problem has a special sounding for Central Asia, the region in which a process
of boundary delimitation and demarcation is not yet completed and a
complicated situation with enclaves and exclaves still persists, first of all in the
Ferghana Valley.

We all know that international terrorism is mainly financed by narcotic
business. Furthermore narcotic plague is transferring into an independent type of
a global terror, when human destruction occurs not by means of weapon, but by
means of national gene-pool degeneration. Formation of mechanisms for
countering drug threats is a priority in ensuring regional security. At the same
time such mechanisms have to be elaborated in close cooperation with the
Government of Afghanistan. These mechanisms should have coherence of
political will and consistency of realisable tasks as a base.

Moreover, the Kyrgyz Republic considers it necessary to create “security

zones”, which should also be developed in cooperation between Afghan



authorities and international organisations. We are confident that stepping up the
cooperation between Afghanistan and Collective Security Treaty Organisation
and Shanghai Cooperation Organisation will have a positive effect on
maintaining security both on a regional and a global level. In this context
realisation of a decision to train experts for Afghan anti-narcotic, frontier- and
customs-services on territory of the members of CSTO seems to be important.
This decision was taken during the Council of Ministers for Foreign Affairs in
Madrid on 29-30 November, 2007.

In view of the aforesaid we can mark the prospectivity of a dialogue
between NATO and CSTQ, which will allow to effectively realise peacemaking
potential of these organisations for stabilising situation in Afghanistan. As a
reality shows widening of structural and network cooperation between
international institutions allows to broaden a diapason for regulating crisis
situations in the region and counteracting threats and challenges.

It is worth mentioning that at the moment strategic tasks of forming
Central Asian security and Afghanistan’s reconstruction are already being
solved by air-bases of CSTO Rapid Reaction Force and International Anti-
terrorist Coalition and Anti-terrorist Centre of SCO in Kyrgyzstan.

Interaction between partner organisations in different directions including
economy, legal system and other spheres have to be built on principles and
under the aegis of the United Nations. This will allow securing common
approaches in a regulatory aspect in existing situation, forming political and
legal formats of combined operations and creating a single catalogue of assets.
Besides this of high importance is elaboration of indicators for measuring
effectiveness of realised work with taking into consideration consequent and
transparent implementation of strategic guidelines.

It is necessary to remember that stability of Afghanistan is a cornerstone
of economic and energy stability of the whole region. Just as like as the

development of regional and trans-regional transport corridors in many respects



depends on forming transport infrastructure in Afghanistan. Steady development
of external infrastructure is of current importance for the Afghan economy and
for state building as a whole.

Growth of the state and strengthening of statehood can not be based only
on inflow of investments. Effective mechanisms for forming independent
national priorities are needed. Network partnership of Afghanistan in realisation
of regional trade and economic, transport and energy projects will aliow to form
favourable conditions for country’s full participation in international relations.

In this respect 1 would like to note that the Kyrgyz Republic is ready to
cooperate with the Islamic Republic of Afghanistan in various fields, in the first
place on projects in sphere of hydropower, processing industry and provision of
security. 1 am confident that such interaction will be an additional effective

mechanism in realisation of the development strategy of Afghanistan.
